These very busy people are doing this to give 
some unknown lucky graduate down the line an 
opportunity to make the choice about how they 
live their lives. 
 
So graduates, I appeal to you. If you are not 
involved in your local chapter, join them.

You may be surprised at what you are 
capable of doing. 
 
And at every opportunity, thank every 
breeder/caretaker, puppy raiser, volunteer, and 
staff member you come in contact with. They 
give so much so that we may receive the gift of 
independence. A smile and a thank you is the 
least we can do.

Who’s In Charge? 
   
We have some new pups now and 
we have a number of pups who 
are either in their “terrible 
twos” or are entering their 
“teen years”.  So, I decided 
to remind you of these 
survival tips. 
 
1.  Always be the one who goes 
first through doorways and 
narrow openings, gates, 
hallways, etc. if the dog 
tries to dodge past you, shut 
the door quickly (but 
carefully) in his face. 
 
2.  Restrict your dog’s 
movement around the house.  He 
shouldn’t have full access to 
the whole “den” unless you 
choose to open a door for him.  
That puts you in control. 

 
3.  Do not allow the dog on 
any furniture. 
 
4.  Make a point of 
periodically occupying the 
spaces where your dog usually 
sleeps.  Deny the dog access 
to some of those places.  This 
includes beside your bed & 
under the tables.  Move the 
crate to new locations, etc. 
 
5.  Eat before your dog does.  
Make sure he sees you eating 
before he eats.  Fix his food 
and leave it on the counter - 
then eat your dinner.  Have 
the dog Down/Stay while you 

eat.  Top dog eats first. 
 
6.  Don’t allow your dog to 
control the busiest areas in 
the house.  This includes main 
entrance, kitchen floor, top 
of stairs, any high frequency 
passage way.  Top dog always 
controls those areas. 

 
7.  Make your dog move if he 
is in your way.  Never stem 
over or around your dog to get 
where you are going.  Shuffle 
into the dog and say Move.  
You are boss! 
 
8. Make some parts of your 
home inaccessible to your pup.  
Only you have full access. 

 
9.  Our puppies mustn’t demand 
attention.  No hand nudging, 
pawing, barking licking, being 
naughty, jumping on or faking 
the need to Better Go Now, 
should earn attention.  Any 
attention needs to be 
initiated by you.  You pup 
should perform a command first 
and then receive the reward of 
your attention.  If they seek 
attention, give a command and 
then reward for the 
performance of the command. 

 
10.  Do “dominant” petting.  
Stroke the top of the dog’s 
hear, top of the neck, and 
shoulder area strongly.  Place 
your hand on the top of the 
dog’s neck and rest it there. 

 
11.  Never allow the dog to 
put its paw on you.  Do not 
play on the ground where your 
dog has the chance to be on 
top of you. 



 
12.  Remove most of the dog’s 
toys and chewies.  Select a 
few at a time and bring them 
out so the dog knows you 
control these items.  Make the 
dog obey a command before you 
give him the toy or play with 
him.  Do not allow the dog to 
keep a tug-of-war toy after 
the game.  Put it away until 
you decide it’s time to play 
again. 
 
13.  You must control the 
food.  Only set it out for 
specified amounts of time.  
Then remove it. 
 
14.  When you wake up in the 
morning, have the dog greet 
you first.  Subordinates greet 
the leader. 
 
15.  Do daily obedience 
training. 
 
16.  Handle your dog in such a 
way that he knows that you are 
in charge of him. 
 
17.  Always be in a position 
where you can follow through 
with your commands.  Don’t 
give commands which you cannot 
reinforce. 
 
18.  BE CONSISTENT!!! 
 
19.  All rules need to be 
Black & White, no gray areas.  
The whole family has to follow 
the established rules. 
 
20.  No tug-of-war games!  
(Unless CCI trainer has 
approved you.) 
 
21.  No roughhousing where the 
dog is growling at you, is on 
top of you, or is grabbing 
your clothing. 

 
22.  DO NOT ALLOW THE DOG TO 
SLEEP ON YOUR BED!! 
  
These rules are equally 
important for all temperaments 
of puppies.
